The Cape can be very dangerous in the summer. Traffic can be very heavy, tourists can be unfamiliar with the roads, lighting on the roads
can be very poor, and there are often no dedicated bicycle lanes. A few tips will help you to keep safe on the road:Ensure your bicycle can
run safely.lt is a state law to place a red blinking light on the back of your bicycle. This light is absolutely essential to your safety biking at
night. A bright white light on the front of your bike will help light the way and prevent you coming across any dangerous obstacles. Bright
clothing (preferably a neon vest) at night will increase visibility greatly. Ride on the right (not the left) side of the road to ensure you move
in the same direction as traffic.
